FISHERIES by John Kaiser 
 Another summer has come and 
gone and here it is late September al-
ready.  We have enjoyed one of the 
finest Septembers in memory with an 
abundance of warm, sunny days and 
light winds.  Color has spread throughout the beauti-
ful northwoods landscape and many fishermen are 
enjoying the color and the fall fishing. 
 Muskie fishing has been excellent this year and 
some resorts report the best year ever for size and 
numbers of muskies. 
 There are several abundant year classes of crap-
pie to pursue and bluegill fishing has been excellent 
all summer, with 8-1/2-9” fish quite common.  If you 
haven’t tried “Gulp” pan fish pellet bait for bluegills, 
give it a try on your favorite jig.  It can produce a lot 
more action and larger fish. 
 Northern Pike fishing has been very good, with 
many fish 30+” being caught. 
 There is a very healthy and abundant perch popu-
lation with some fish exceeding 12”.  There is a very 
strong young-of-the-year perch recruitment. 
 Smallmouth Bass fishing has been very good, pri-
marily on the East Side, with many now being taken 
on the West Side too.  Largemouth Bass are prolific 
everywhere.  Unfortunately many are yet undersized 
and not legal to harvest. 
 Our Walleye fishery is in very serious 
shape.  There seems to be a good year class of 12”-
14” fish – a much more limited supply of fish 16”-18” 
and 21” and up.  Shocking surveys (the last one just 
recently) show virtually no successful walleye recruit-
ment again this year.  This makes three straight 
years of very poor recruitment.  Historically, the 
Chippewa Flowage has been a natural walleye fac-
tory, producing abundant year classes of walleye on 
a regular basis.  The DNR Fisheries Team believes 
the explosion of largemouth bass is the primary ba-
sis for the decline of our walleye fishery.  Other lakes  

FISHERIES (continued) 
in the northwestern part of our state are also experi-
encing a drastic decline in their walleye fishery and a 
significant increase in their largemouth bass popula-
tion.  This past winter State DNR Fisheries Team 
Leader, Dave Neuswanger, did extensive research 
of studies conducted in the United States and Can-
ada regarding the predation of walleye fingerling by 
largemouth bass.  As a result of his research, he has 
proposed rule changes to liberalize the bag limit of 
largemouth bass while protecting smallmouth bass 
and walleye.  The proposal has been working its’ 
way through the bureaucracy and is currently under 
review by the State DNR Fisheries Management 
Board.  If approved, it would go to the DNR Board 
and, if approved, would be included for consideration 
at the Spring Fish and Game Hearings.  Look for an 
update and details in the next Newsletter. 
 It has been another summer of continued 
drought.  The Dam has been at minimum flow all 
year and very little is flowing in.  Most of us have 
been affected by the low water one way or another; 
however, the fishery has not been affected.  This 
winter could be a problem – low water at freeze-up, 
minimum inflow, and heavy snow to shield sunlight 
below the ice could potentially put us in a situation 
where we would have a substantial fish kill. 
 Pray for rain!!!   
 
 
INVASIVE SPECIES by Dennis Clagett 

Over the past several years, the lo-
cal media has contained many refer-
ences to invasive aquatic species 
that could affect our area lakes, but 
there are currently two that are influ-
encing the water quality of The Chip.  
Eurasian water-milfoil is one inva-
sive, and purple loosestrife is the 
other.  Boat trailers are the most 

likely way Eurasian milfoil was brought to the Flow-
age and boat propellers helped spread it.  A one inch 
fragment of milfoil will grow to an adult plant that can 
take root and form a colony in one season.  This is 
one of the reasons that many of our back bays that 
have heavy boat traffic are hosting increasing 
amounts of milfoil.  Other areas of the flowage seem 
to hold their own, with milfoil populations fluctuating 
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INVASIVE SPECIES (continued) 
with water levels, temperatures, and clarity.  Be-
cause the lake is too large to treat milfoil chemically 
or by mechanical harvest, this invasive will always 
be present, as will purple loosestrife. 
 On a positive note, our volunteer Adopt-A-
Shoreline Program is definitely helping control the 
spread of the purple menace.  A list of members de-
serving a hearty thank you appears in this newslet-
ter.  Please let me know if any names or assigned 
sections are incorrect, or if you can no longer partici-
pate in the program.  New volunteers are welcome, 
because many sections remain orphaned and need 
someone to care for them. 
  Many volunteers reported seeing evidence of bee-
tles released over the past four years, so that indi-
cates that beetles are over-wintering and establish-
ing colonies.  It is encouraging to see the positive 
impact of biological control and the leaf defoliation 
that reduces the density of the purple loosestrife by 
reducing shoot growth, preventing or delaying flow-
ering, and by reducing seed production.  Native 
plants such as swamp milkweed are re-establishing 
themselves.  Adult beetles are nomadic, especially in 
the spring, so they will seek out new stands of loose-
strife when their food source runs low.  We are ob-
serving that sites with less severe infestations such 
as Knuckle Buster react positively and more quickly 
to beetle introduction. 
  When self-sustaining beetle colonies are success-
fully established, that area drops from my radar 
screen, and I can concentrate on other infesta-
tions.  This past summer Barb and I released more 
than 40,000 beetles, with the heaviest dispersal on 
the "S" bog in the NE part of the lake.  While the 
beetles are now hibernating until next spring, I al-
ready am planning on reinforcing their legions in 
Sherman Bay, the Cranberry Lake bogs, and 
Baumgarten's bog.  Go Galerucella!

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
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 CLEAN BOATS, CLEAN WATERS 
 by Jim Montag 

Hi, this is Jim Montag, one of your new Directors writing to you 
from our home on the Chippewa River.  My wife Jane and I live 
on Dam Road, just south of the Winter Dam, ½ mile off of the 
Flowage.  I would like to thank everyone for entrusting me with 
your vote.  I promise to protect and serve in the best interests of 
our Chippewa Flowage. 

During the upcoming months I will be working to implement a Clean Boats, Clean Waters volunteer inspec-
tion program.  With the growing concern over the spread of aquatic invasive species to Wisconsin’s inland 
lakes, many CFAPOA members and other concerned citizens are looking for ways to get involved.  The 
Clean Boats, Clean Waters volunteer watercraft inspection program is an opportunity to take a front line de-
fense against the spread of aquatic invasive species.  

Through the Clean Boats, Clean Waters program, volunteers are trained to organize and conduct a boater 
education program for the users of our Chippewa Flowage.  We will be assembling adult and youth teams to 
staff some of our more frequented landings.  These teams will be trained to: 

• Identify invasive species. 

• Perform voluntary visual inspections of boats and trailers to make sure they are "clean" of inva-
sive species. 

• Educate boaters on how and where invasive species are most likely to hitch a ride into water bod-
ies. 

• Perform demonstrations to the public on how to take the proper steps to clean their boats, trailers, 
and boating equipment. 

• Distribute informational brochures to anglers and recreational boaters to make them aware of 
what invasive species look like and what precautions they should take to avoid spreading them. 

• Collect and report any new water body infestations. 

• Install signs at boat landings informing boaters of infestation status, state law, and steps to pre-
vent spreading invasives. 

• Perform other duties as assigned. 

If you or someone you know would like to attend the training necessary to become a Clean Boats, Clean Wa-
ters inspector, please contact Jane or myself.  Our contact info is below.  The training classes will be open to 
anyone interested in learning about invasive species and what we can do to stop the spread of them..  We 
will be conducting training classes over the winter months in preparation of implementing our program next 
spring.  Volunteer inspectors make all the difference, please help if you can.

CFAPOA BYLAW CHANGES 
 

Below is a quick review of the major changes made 
to our bylaws at the Annual Meeting in August.  For a 
complete copy of the new bylaws, please visit our 
website (www.cfapoa.org). 

► A member is now defined as any one owning 
property or residing, for at least 30 days, within 
two miles of the high water mark of the Chip-
pewa Flowage and has paid the current year’s 
membership dues. 

► All Board members will now be covered by a 
Rules of Conduct policy established in the 
Board’s Policy Manual. 

► The Treasurer will now be elected annually by 
the general membership, like the Secretary, 
instead of appointed annually by the Board. 

► The Secretary and Treasurer will now have vot-
ing privileges during Board meetings. 

► The Secretary and Treasurer now count toward 
a quorum at Board meetings. 

► The Board may now con-
duct electronic voting for 
Board business under spe-
cial circumstances, if there 
is no single objection. 

501(c)3 STATUS REPORT 
 Our 26 page application requesting 501(c)3 status and all supporting documents was filed with the Internal 
Revenue Service on September 4, 2009.  The approval process can take as long as 9 — 12 months.  If 501
(c)3 status is granted, dues and donations may be eligible as tax deductions.  We’ll keep you informed.

PROTECT YOUR HEALTH 
BY REMOVING RADON

(contributed for the CFAPOA newsletter by Carmen Sipes) 

 

 Some of the dangers in your home are invisible to 
the eye, but they can have serious consequences.  
Radon, a radioactive gas, is one of those dangers.  If 
you haven’t given radon much thought, consider this:  
It’s the second leading cause of lung cancer after 
smoking. 
 Radon is released into the air when uranium 
breaks down in water, rock, or soil.  It can come into 
buildings from the soil through cracks in the walls 
and flooring and through gaps around service pipes. 
 Radon intrusion is no small problem.  According to 
the Environmental Protection Agency, nearly one in 
15 homes has an elevated radon level.  Fortunately, 
you can take action. 
 First, you’ll need to purchase a radon testing kit 
from a home center or an online retailer.  If the test 
shows an elevated level of radon, the first step is to 
consult a radon mitigation professional.  Mitigation 
systems vary based on your foundation and the ma-
terial under your house. 
 Installing a radon mitigation system isn’t cheap, but 
it’s a small price to pay for your health.  You can find 
more information about radon mitigation in your state 
by visiting EPA.gov/iaq/whereyoulive.html. 
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Sawyer County Lakes Forum  
by Chris Jeffords 

 The Sawyer County Lakes Forum has had an ac-
tive summer, working on several important projects 
affecting water quality in our region. 
 With budget cuts looming and threatening septic 
surveys and septic inspections, a letter to the county 
board and a May 27 newspaper editorial sparked the 
formation of a committee to review and propose revi-
sions to these programs.  The spreading of septic 
waste on fields and farmlands will also be reviewed.  
More will be coming on this in the future. 
 The spread of invasive species is a hot topic for 
lake users whether fishing, skiing, boating or any 
other form of lake recreation.  Invasives threaten all 
users.  To this end, the SCLF has convinced a local 
fishing tournament to place severe warnings and 
even possible disqualification if transport laws are 
violated.  Tourney participants and organizers have 
joined the battle to stop the spread.   
 In possibly the last attempt to get a strong state-
wide NR 115 bill (shoreline regulation), SCLF has 
sent a letter to the state indicating support only if and 
unless several improvements are made to the cur-
rent proposal.  While not going into too much detail, 
many of these improvements are already regulations 
in Sawyer County but other counties in the state 
have not caught up.  If NR 115 does not pass before 
year end it will die.

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Wisconsin Association of Lakes

 As many of you know, the phosphorous free fertilizer bill passed this last legislative session.  Some may 
still be wondering if there is evidence that this will help reduce the phosphorous in our lakes-that which pro-
duces 500 pounds of algae per pound of phosphorous.  Now, such evidence exists in a study published by 
Lehman and students Douglas Bell and Kahli McDonald in the journal Lake and Reservoir Management. The 
paper, published online Aug. 14, shows that phosphorus levels in the Huron River dropped an average of 28 
percent after Ann Arbor adopted an ordinance in 2006 that curtailed the use of phosphorus on lawns. Phos-
phorus is naturally plentiful in southeast Michigan soils much like the soils in Wisconsin, so fertilizing estab-
lished lawns with the nutrient is generally unnecessary.   
 
Legislative updates

Proposed shoreland management rules (NR 115) 
On June 24, the DNR Natural Resource Board unanimously approved proposed changes to Wisconsin’s 
shoreland zoning rule (NR 115), which contains statewide minimum standards for shoreland development in 
unincorporated areas. The Assembly Natural Resources committee has scheduled a public hearing on this 
rule (now called Clearinghouse rule 05-08) for September 2nd; the Senate Natural Resources Committee has 
scheduled a public hearing on the rule for September 10th. The new NR 115 now before the legislature is a 
consensus product developed over eight years, which has won approval of a key group of development and 
conservation interests (including the Wisconsin Association of Lakes) that have historically held very different 
views. Recently the bill was sent back to committee that must complete revisions and then pass before year 
end or the bill is dead. 
 

Groundwater policy 
On July 29th, the Assembly and Senate Natural Resource Committees held an invitation only informational 
hearing to receive testimony and a report back from members of the Groundwater Advisory Council and other 
groundwater experts about the need for stronger protections for Wisconsin’s groundwater. Wisconsin Asso-
ciation of Lakes has been working with a coalition of groups to advance changes in groundwater policy to in-
crease protections for surface waters, balance competing water needs, and sustain Wisconsin’s groundwater 
supplies.  We hope a bill will be drafted by the end of the summer. 
 

Invasive species classification administrative rule (NR 40) in effect September 1st 
The effective date of the DNR’s Invasive Species Classification (NR 40) administrative rule is September 1, 
2009. The rule classifies invasive species into two categories: prohibited and restricted. The rule prohibits or 
restricts (depending on which category a species is classified) the transportation, possession, transference, 
or introduction of invasive species. The rule also requires several preventative measures to limit spread of 
invasive species, and includes permit and enforcement provisions. More information about the rule is online 
at: http://dnr.wi.gov/invasives/classification/. 
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Legislative updates (continued) 
 

Aquatic invasive species transport bill (AB 162 / SB 123) 
This bill offers some technical changes to improve upon the “illegal to transport” language that was passed in 
the supplemental budget bill in May of 2008. All aquatic plants and animals would be required to be removed 
from boats or any other equipment before it is transported on public highways. Enforcement authority is also 
broadened under the bill. 
 

SB 123 has already passed the full Senate. The Assembly Natural Resources Committee held an Executive 
Session, and voted to send the bill forward to the full legislature for consideration. The bill was referred to the 
Assembly Rules committee, which must schedule the bill for a vote before the full Assembly.  
 
Ballast water bill (AB 360) 
On July 31st, a bill (AB 360) was introduced that will prohibit the discharge of ballast water and sediments that 
have settled out of ballast water in Wisconsin waters. All vessels that take on ballast from outside of Wiscon-
sin waters will be required to a permit from the DNR to discharge ballast water into Wisconsin waters. Permits 
must require treatment of ballast water and sediments to kill or remove aquatic invasive species and other 
organisms. The Assembly Natural Resources Committee has scheduled a public hearing on this bill for Sep-
tember 2nd. 
 

Phosphorus in dishwashing detergent (AB 281)  
On June 26, the full Assembly passed AB 281, which will reduce one of the most common causes of phos-
phorus pollution: dishwashing detergent. Fifteen states have such laws in place already. The Senate Environ-
ment Committee has scheduled a public hearing on this bill for September 10th. 
 

Independent DNR Secretary bill (AB 138 / SB 113)  
This bill would restore authority to the DNR Natural Resource Board (NRB) to appoint the DNR Secretary. 
Currently, the Governor appoints the DNR Secretary. The Assembly Natural Resources committee held a 
public hearing on AB 138 on July 28th, and the committee has scheduled an Executive Session on the bill for 
September 2nd. A public hearing was held August 13th on the Senate version of this bill (SB 113)), and the 
Senate Natural Resources Committee will hold an Executive Session on this bill September 2nd. The Gover-
nor remains opposed to this legislation. 
 

Banning mercury in certain products (AB 299 / SB 200) 
This proposal would regulate the sale of non-essential household products to which mercury has been added 
during formulation and manufacture including fever thermometers, manometers (instruments for measuring 
pressure), thermostats, instruments and measuring devices, switches and relays, and household items. Every 
lake in Wisconsin is currently under a mercury advisory. 
 

The Assembly Natural Resources committee has scheduled an Executive Session on this bill for September 
2nd. The Senate Committee on Small Business, Emergency Preparedness, Technical Colleges, and Con-
sumer Protection had scheduled an Executive Session on the Senate version of the bill (SB 200) for Septem-
ber 2nd.

FROM XCEL 

 
Elevation as of October 1, 2009: 1309.86 ft. 

Season: Fall 2009 

Typical Full Elevation: 1312.5 to 1313.0 ft. 

2009 Projected Fall Full Elevation Range: 1310.0 – 1313.0 ft. (dependent upon Fall precipitation) 

Comments 
>The Upper Chippewa River watershed continues to experience below normal precipitation.  This has re-
sulted in very low tributary inflows to the reservoir as well as a low reservoir elevation.  Unofficial measure-
ments at the dam show a rainfall deficit of 10.63 inches from April 1, 2009 through September 30, 2009. 

>The lowest summer drawdown level reached thus far is 3.14 ft. (1309.86 ft. elevation) and the water level 
continues to decrease into the Fall as the drought persists.  The reservoir elevation is currently 1.03 ft. be-
low the elevation from last year on this date. 

>The annual Fall drawdown of the Moose Lake Reservoir will begin in mid-October, which will provide ap-
proximately 7,400 cubic-feet of water to the Chippewa Reservoir.  This should increase the Chippewa Res-
ervoir elevation by approximately 0.5 feet.  The drawdown of Moose Lake will be completed in November. 

>Discharge from the dam will be maintained at or slightly above the minimum flow requirement (250 cfs) 
until the reservoir refills.  If the reservoir refills this Fall, the discharge flow will be increased to match the 
inflow into the reservoir. 
 
>Fall rains and any resulting river inflow to the reservoir are impossible to predict in advance.  As such, the 
rate of refill or target elevations are also difficult, if not impossible, to predict with a high degree of accu-
racy. 
 
Definitions of Seasons of the Year for Operating the Chippewa Storage Reservoir: 
 Winter: December 1 – March 30 Summer: June 2 – September 30 
 Spring: April 1 – June 1 Fall: October 1 – November 30 

 

UPDATE ON CHIPPEWA FLOWAGE 
ARCHAEOLOGICAL INVESTIGATIONS, BANK CONSERVATION & EROSION CONTROL

 This year has been a very successful one for the project.  We have added 10 more archaeological sites to 
the list.  Three of these sites are 10,000 years old!  In addition, we looked at several areas in the flowage 
where new camping and picnic areas will be opened for use soon.  The conservation work is going forward 
as well.  Log revetments were placed in several other areas on tribal lands.  Fabric mats will be placed this 
month on a few eroding high banks, with planting to be done in the spring.  
 Under discussion is an “Adopt-A-Site” program for interested community members to help us keep an eye 
on the newly conserved shorelines, reporting any damage or maintenance issues, and catching problems 
before they become serious.  Also under discussion is a series of workshops to be held as soon as 2010, to 
show landowners how to protect their shorelines with methods that the Tribal Conservation Department has 
been using so successfully.
